ANNUAL MEETING MINUTES
Faith Lutheran Church

The 2008 annual meeting was called to order on Sunday, January 25, 2009 by
President Larry Haseman at 9:36am. There were 43 voting members in attendance. Al
Strohschein was appointed parliamentarian.

Pastor Lisa Nelson provided the devotion and prayer.

MINUTES OF 2008 ANNUAL MEETING (2007 year review)

Motion by Pete Kaland to approve the 2008 Annual Meeting minutes as amended due
to misspelled words (particularly the last name of Sampolinski), 2" by Paul Bergum.
Motion Carried.

Al Strohschein raised the question if the minutes were submitted to the Committee of
3. Judy Kaland said no. Larry said that Chris did present the annual meeting minutes to
the Council at its last meeting for review. Larry also added that there will be a digital
copy made for historical purposes, along with the minutes.

PASTORS REPORTS: Pastor Bob updated the Congregation about the Vision Process.

He said the Task Force is in progress, which is helping to coordinate the work we do at
Faith Lutheran. Pastor Rolf Amundson is helping us with this process and is only
charging us for his mileage from Waupun. In February, congregation members will have
the opportunity to get involved in this Vision Process.

Pastor Bob informed the congregation about the flooding and work at the parsonage to
repair the flood damage. He also thanked Chris Behl and Don Miller for their service on
the Council as they are ending their terms. Chris cannot run for another term, and Don
opted not to run again for re-election to the Council.

Pastor Lisa introduced her son Seth.

STATISTICAL REPORT: Pastor Bob said there was a little decline in membership, and
the percent of people attending service is up slightly. He reported that there are new
member classes starting, and there is a medium size group of people which will increase
the membership.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT: Larry Haseman updated the congregation on the Shared
Ministry progress. Bonnett Prairie started their call process last August (2008), and that
candidates have been presented to them. Larry is on their call committee and has met
several times as part of that committee. He said the ELCA has 400 positions Synod wide
to fill and that there are about 200 candidates.
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TREASURER’S REPORT: Becky reported in the Miscellaneous accounts there are 4 cd’s,
all of which are at Farmer’s & Merchant’s Union Bank. The 4 cd’s have the following

interest rates respectively: 1) Hacht —4.15 percent, 2) Hacht — 2.8 percent, 3) Church
Maintenance — 2.7 percent, and 4) General Fund Reserve — 2.85 percent.

The Checkbook balance for the General Fund on 12-31-08 was $11,956.87.

TREASURER’S REPORT CONT. Becky also made a correction in the Spending Plan. In
2008, line item 401180 for Altar Guild Donations should read $1,111.85 and not
$111.85 as printed. Thus, the total income increases from $225,617.94 to $226,617.94
for total through December, 2008.

The Mortgage for the Education Wing is within reach of being paid off. Parsonage
Mortgage has been paid off for several years.

Finance Committee member Paul Bergum presented a proposal to the Congregation for
paying off the entire mortgage by late spring. Judy Lueck asked what are the future
ideas once the mortgage is paid off. President Larry Haseman responded saying that it
is not the Finance Committee’s job to do that, it is the Council’s.

A point of order was raised by Henry Elling that we are talking about the Treasurer’s
Report and that we can talk about the mortgage later in the meeting.

Motion by Pete Kaland, 2" by Joanne Sampson to suspend the reading of the
Committee & Other Reports. Motion Carried.

Henry Elling commented on the Youth Report to please recognize Susan Falhaber for all
the work she has done with the Youth.

Al Strohschein also mentioned to thank Erma Mowbray for all her help and hard work
on Altar Guild.

Judy Kaland of the Worship Committee thanked the g grade confirmation students
and their parents for the work they did for decorating the Christmas tree. She
mentioned that Ruth Nordal and Erma Mowbray are stepping down this year from the
committee and stepping to into Altar Guild are Julie Sennhenn, Sue Frisch, and Bev
O’Brion. Anyone wanting to join is welcome to.

Ed Schellin reported that the Endowment Committee Fund was down a little because of
the economy. Ed added that despite the economy being down, donations are coming in
and the Endowment fund has about $64,000.00 in it now.
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NOMINATING COMMITTEE: Pastor Bob said the committee’s report was separate and
not in the booklet due to taking a little longer to find candidates to serve. Elected at
last year’s Annual Meeting was Bridget Morris, Henry Elling and Judy Kaland. Also two
outgoing Council Members —Chris Behl and Don Miller — are on the Committee.

Starting with the Endowment Committee, ending their terms are Julie Sennhenn,
Yvonne Tjugum, and Marilyn Weiland. There are 6 people nominated for the
Endowment Committee and they are: Marilyn Weiland, John Baeseman, Linda
Durtschi,

Jeanne Jones, Peter Kaland, Dwane Talg. There are 3 positions on that committee to
fill, and there were no nominations from the floor.

For Synod Assembly an election of 1 female and 1 male is needed. The people
nominated for this committee are Sandy Schieble & Reta Thies for the women, and
Mark McNamee and Pat Sullivan for the men. Pat Sullivan has a conflict so he declined
and took his name off the ballot. No nominations from the floor.

For Council, there are 3 open positions. Those whose terms are up are Chris Behl, Don
Miller and Erin Bussian. Three people have consented to run for Council. The people
running are Erin Bussian, Lori Kikkert, and Bev O’Brion.

For the 2009 Nominating Committee, three people are nominated and elected to this
Committee at the Annual Meeting. Two people from Council will be added later whose
terms are up.

Joanne Sampson made a motion to accept the amendments. It was seconded and
carried.
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Henry Elling moved to accept the Spending Plan with some Amendments, with the excess
going to replenish the CD. 2™ by Al Strohschein. The amendments include:

Mortgage Account 501940 from $2400 to $7000
Youth Account 501410 from $300 to $600
Adult Educ. Account 501340 from $0 to $500
Confirmation Account 501330 from $0 to $200
LSS Account 501110 from $1100 to $2100

Motion Carried.

President Larry Haseman also planted a seed that to pay off the remaining Mortgage
debt of $5,000-56,000.00 after the Finance Committee’s proposal made earlier, could
happen by Valentine’s Day if everyone contributed an extra $20.00.

Many thanks to the Finance Committee for their efforts.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: Peter Kaland moved to rescind last year’s motion to submit the
minutes to a Committee of 3 for review. Ed Schellin 2™ the motion. Motion Carried.
There was one descending vote.

NEW BUSINESS: Al Strohschein made point that due to the stress of the times for many
people around the area, that we increase our dollar amount to Lutheran Social Services.
President Larry Haseman also agreed and suggested that an excellent way to do that is
via the Vision Process for making goals, etc. Jim Schieble agreed that is important and
that mission statements can help to see the importance of what we do.

Pete Kaland asked that the Annual Meeting be recessed and reconvened at a later date
to ratify the amendments to the Constitution since the material was not available.

Pastor Bob also received a Thank You from Julie Hornbacher of the NICC Foundation.
Julie was able to use Faith Lutheran to address the Christmas needs of the surrounding
area.

Pastor Bob concluded with a closing prayer.

Al Strohschein moved to have the Annual Meeting be recessed to a date and time set
by the Council within one month for the purpose of ratifying the amendments to the
Constitution. Motion was seconded and carried.

The Annual Meeting was recessed at 11:37am.

Dear Friends,

Last year in my annual report | wrote about time we had just been through when it
seemed like we were waiting for God to lead us forward. (I was referring to the time
looking for a new Associate Pastor after Pastor Susan Quigley’s death and the time
putting together the shared ministry with Bonnet Prairie.) | was also writing about the
terrible year of the record snowfalls and great floods. It seemed like we spent a long
time praying for, looking for, waiting for things we were expecting and needing from
God.

But, in God’s own good timing he brought our path together with Pastor Lisa Nelson’s.

PASTOR LISA’S ANNUAL REPORT FOR 2009

Milestone Ministry:

This year many milestones were celebrated at Faith. Early in the fall, the third graders
and their parents explored their new Bibles, and then their parents gave them these
Bibles during worship. | encourage parents and other adults to highlight their favorite
Bible verses in these Bibles. In this way, you can connect with these young people
through Bible stories.

These same third graders and their parents also met to learn about holy communion
this fall. Usually, we do this during Lent, but this Lent, the second graders and their
parents will learn about holy communion together. These second graders will receive
their first communion on Maundy Thursday. This change reflects the trend in the ELCA
to commune younger children. It also allows our children to commune at the same age
as our Roman Catholic brothers and sisters.

Last fall, the kindergartners and their parents met to explore their new Bibles, which
they received during worship. These Bibles are designed for pre and young readers with
lots of pictures and large font. This is part of our attempt to introduce Bible reading at
an early age and to help parents fulfill the promise they made at their child's baptism:

Coming up in 2010:

Fourth graders and their parents will meet for an interactive power point experience
called, “Livin' Forgiven.” Also, students having received their driver's license in the last
12 months will be invited forward during worship for a blessing, and they will receive a
cross visor clip for their car visor. Graduating seniors will also be recognized and blessed



during worship, and they will receive a quilt made by our own Faith Quilting Ladies.
(Thank you, ladies, for your work!)

This spring, we are planning a baptismal reunion party for one and two year olds. And |
also hope to lead the congregation in an inter-generational event that should be fun for
people of all ages.

Confirmation Ministry:

Our confirmation students (from Faith and Bonnet Prairie) and their small group
mentors meet on the 1 and 3™ Wednesdays with either Pastor Bob or Pastor Joan. We
have great small group mentors this year; | really appreciate their dedication!

Because of this
agreement Bonnet Prairie Lutheran Church was able to extend a call to me and | began
a part time ministry here at Faith in June of 2009. | had previously been serving at a two
point parish in the Northwestern Minnesota Synod.

This last half of the year has gone by very quickly. | think that we are still in the process
of figuring out what it means that Bonnet Prairie and Faith do not just share some staff
but rather are intentionally trying to work in partnership in order for both
congregations to have improved ministry. | am hopeful that both Faith and Bonnet
Prairie will end up with more ministry being done because of this arrangement.

Commitiee Reports

EDUCATION/SUNDAY SCHOOL REPORT
There are currently 77 students enrolled in Faith’s Sunday school program for the 2009-
2010 school year. Most of these students attend classes on a regular basis. Classes are
offered for 3-year-old students during the 8:00 worship service on 3 Sundays each
month. Classes for the pre-kindergarten through 5t grade students are held from 9:20
to 10:20 each Sunday morning. Students participate in music for the first 20 minutes of
Sunday school and then return to their individual classrooms. All classes are held in the
lower level of the church. Class sizes are as follows: 3-year-olds-5 students, pre-
kindergarten-7 students, kindergarten-14 students, 1% grade-9 students, 2" grade-11
students, 3™ grade-8 students, 4" grade-15 students, and 5t grade-8 students.

Third grade students received Bibles in October and Bibles were presented to
kindergarten students in November. Pastor Lisa held “walk through the Bible” sessions
for third grade and kindergarten children, along with their parents prior to the church
Bible presentations.

The Sunday school program has been richly blessed by so many who have answered the
call to teach or be teacher’s helpers. Teachers and helpers currently alternate Sundays
in a classroom. This means that it is necessary to have at least 4 people willing to serve
at each grade level. We have 32 staff members who serve regularly in a particular
classroom. Six of the teacher’s helpers are students in our confirmation program. We
will be recruiting teachers for the 2010-2011 school year in the spring.

A portion of last year’s Sunday school offerings were donated to youth programs at
Hephatha Lutheran Church in Milwaukee. Another portion of last year’s offerings also
went to Faith’s multi-media ministry. Our last spring program was much enhanced with
the use of our technology. Without the use of the projection units such a successful
program would not have been possible.

The Sunday school Christmas program was presented on December 20, 2009 during the
10:30 worship service. The students were fortunate to have many staff members who
were willing to help with this event in a variety of capacities. Through the generous
donation of funds from the Spaghetti Supper, all children performing in and attending
the Christmas program were given special treat bags. These bags included fresh apples
and oranges. This program was very well attended by students and their families. The
spring program will be presented on May 23, 2010 during the 10:30 service. Sunday
school students sing during the 10:30 worship service once each month in October,
November, January, February, and March. Each class also serves as greeters for the
10:30 service once during the year.

The Sunday school program at Faith continues to be blessed with enthusiastic students
and staff members. We are so fortunate to have the overwhelming support of the
members of Faith. We look forward to another year of learning and growing in Christ.

MULTIMEDIA MINISTRY COMMITTEE

With Faith going through a "visioning process", the committee decided that no
major actions other than those committed in the 2008 Annual Report would be done
this year and would wait until the congregation adopted its vision. The committee
modified its mission statement to; "Establish guidelines for the utilization of existing
and any future media to support the mission and ministry of Faith. Plan and execute
additions to Faith's media assets in support of Faith's vision."

The major need identified for 2009 was a new web site that was more
informative and easy to maintain. Thanks to Troy Tadych, Faith now has such a site. If
you have not visited the site, you have missed one of the best church sites on the web.
Check it out <www.faithcolumbuswi.org> . The web hosting site was also changed for
better reliability and lower cost. Since the site is such an active tool for outreach and
Evangelism, the committee adopted a mission statement; "Faith's web site is to support
Faith's ministry of serving GOD, serving people with an evangelistic outreach and
communications".

The following equipment actions were completed:

e Purchased a special tiered A/V cart for Confirmation and other ministries from

dedicated funds.

e Accepted the donation of a VHS, purchased a pull down screen from Multimedia
funds in Faith Projects and with the above cart and our portable digital projector
put together projection system for the overflow area that can not see directly
into the Sanctuary.



e Purchased a multipurpose wireless mike from dedicated funds that can be used
as head set or handheld. This will add to our ability to serve such activities as the
Sunday School presentations (i.e. their Christmas program).

A "How TO DO" manual for laymen was published to show the basics of
operating our sound system, videotaping the Service, using the mounted digital
projection system and setting up the overflow projection system. This should make
training of people easier.

Speaking of training, Faith needs additional volunteers to serve as video tapers,
digital projectionists, developing slides for digital projection and alternates to maintain
our web site. With the team approach we use, the time commitment is minimal and the
reward is great. There are no age or gender restrictions only a willingness to serve GOD
and serve people.

At the request of the Property Committee, an inventory of multimedia
equipment was made. | t came as somewhat of a surprise but the replacement cost is
over $78,000.

Some
of the volunteers had no previous connection to the “Fur, Fin and Feathers” event and we are
grateful to them for their help. Prior to the fund raiser, the committee committed 10% of the
profits to the Columbus-Fall River Food Pantry, 20% to the FLC Endowment Fund and the balance
to cover the upcoming “Fur, Fin and Feathers” expenses of door prizes, beverages and some
snacks.

The committee
continues to keep the site maintained. All of the used perimeter railroad ties were replaced with
6”x6"” green treated timbers. Ongoing efforts continue to keep the weeds at bay, add city mulch
and keep the gravel free of sticks and leaves. The committee appreciates all the volunteer
efforts and support for the various projects by committee and non-committee members alike.
